The Fulbright Commission Portugal was created in 1960
through a diplomatic agreement signed between the
Portuguese Government and the Government of the
United States of America. Since then the Commission
has been administering the Fulbright Program of Edu-
cational Exchange in Portugal. In 2015 a new agreement
was signed between the U.S. and Portugal, which con-
tributed to the reinforcement of cooperation in the are-
as of education and science between the two countries,
within the scope of the Fulbright Commission activity.

Founded in Porto in 1982, CESPU (Cooperative for High-
er Education, Polytechnic and University) is the larg-
est private institution dedicated to health education in
Portugal.

The Portalegre Polytechnic University is a public Higher
Education institution which includes the School of Ed-
ucation and Social Sciences, the School of Technology,
Management and Design, the School of Health, in Por-
talegre, and the School of Biosciences, in Elvas.

The Portalegre Polytechnic University also has a tech-
nology based incubator (BioBIP), a Research and Inno-
vation Office (Gll), an Entrepreneurship and Employ-
ment Office (GEE), a Centre of Languages and Cultures
(CLIC), an International Relations Office (GRI), an R&D
unit called VALORIZA, accredited by the Foundation for
Science and Technology (FCT) as VERY GOOD and a
Collaborative Laboratory in the area of Biorefineries, also
accredited and funded by the FCT.

In order to be ever closer to the community and to con-
tribute to its sustained development, it offers various
services through its laboratories, partnerships and sup-
port to applied research.

The participation of Portalegre Polytechnic University in
internationalization activities allows students, teachers
and non-teaching staff to benefit from mobility periods
in one of our partners, but also to develop wider cooper-
ation projects, either in the academic or in the research
area.

The Polytechnic University of Viseu (IPV) is a prominent
public institution of Higher Education located in central
Portugal, playing a key role in improving regional qual-
ifications.
